Safety Equipment

Federal law requires certain safety equipment to be
on board at all times. In addition, responsible boat-
ers carry other equipment in case of emergency.
Check with the local boating authorities for any
additional requirements over and above federal
requirements.

REQUIRED EQUIPMENT - Your MasterCraft has
been equipped at the factory with most federally
required (Class 1, 16’ to 26') safety equipment for
inland waters. This equipment includes:

® U.L. Approved Marine Fire Extinguisher,

Type A-BC (2 1bs.) good for solids, liquids, and
electrical fires

® ABYC Approved Marine Mufflers with water
injection

® USCG Approved Marine Flame Arrestor

® USCG Approved Engine Box Ventilation with
sparkless power blower

® ABYC Approved Electric Horn sound warning
device

® USCG Approved Inland Lighting

Federal law also requires at least one Type I, 1 or HI
Personal Flotation Device (PFD) for each person on
board or being towed on water skis; and, in addition,
one throwable Type IV PFD. As the owner, obtaining

PFD's is your responsibility, your MasterCraft dealer
can assist you.

RECOMMENDED EQUIPMENT - A good captain

will avoid poteniial problems on an outing by hav-
ing additional equipment on board. Normally, this
equipment is dependent on the body of water and
the length of the trip. We suggest the following as

a minimum, your MasterCraft dealer can assist
you:

@ Anchor with at least 75' of line

® Bailing (dewatering) device (scoop, bucket,
handpump, etc.)

Keep at least 100" away from all other
objects including other boats, piers, rafts,
mooring and navigational bouys, pilings,
abutments, etc. Failure to do so may
cause serious injury or death.

Always have an experienced driver and
observer in the boat when skiing. Failure

to do so may cause serious injury or
death.

A\ warnmG

Never ski in shallow water, close to shore,
or in water where you do not know the
depth or what is beneath the surface.

Doing so may cause serious injury or
death.

Never put your arm, head, or any other
part of your body through the handle-
bridle of the ski line or wrap the line
around any part of the body at any time.

Meeting - If you are meeting another power vessel
head on, and are close enough to run the risk of
collision. neither of you has the right-of-way! Both of
you should alter course to avoid an accident. You
should keep the other vessel on your port (left) side.
This rule doesn't apply if both of you wilt clear one
another if you continue on your set course and
speed.

l

Crossing - When two power driven vessels are cross-
ing each other's path close enough to run the risk of
collision, the vessel which has the other on the star-
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board (right) side must keep out of the way of the
other. If the other vessel is on your right, you must
keep out of its way: you are the Give-Way vessel. If
the other vessel is on your port (left) side, remember
that you should maintain course and direction, pro-

vided the other vessel gives you the right-of-way as it
should. .

Overtaking - If you are passing another vessel, you
are the "Give-Way" vessel. This means that the other
vessel is expecled Lo maintain its course and speed.
You must stay out of its way until you are clear of it.
Likewise, if another vessel is passing you, you
should maintain your speed and direction so that
the other vessel can steer itself around you.

Other Special Situations

There are three other rules you should be aware of
when driving your boat around other vessels.

Narrow Channels and Bends - When navigating in
narrow channels, you should keep to the right when
it is safe and practical to do so. If the operator of a
power-driven vessel is preparing to go around a bend
that may obstruct the view of other water vessels,
the operator should sound a prolonged blast on the
whistle (4 to 6 seconds). If another vessel is around
the bend, it too should sound the whistle. Even if no
reply is heard. however, the vessel should still pro-
ceed around the bend with caution. If you navigate
such waters with your boat, you will need to carty a

portable air horn, available from local marine supply
stores.

Fishing Vessel Right-of-Way - All vessels which are
fishing with nets, lines or trawls are considered to be
"fishing vessels” under the International Rules. Ves-
sels with trolling lines are not considered fishing
vessels. Fishing vessels have the right-of-way regard-
less of position. Fishing vessels cannot, however,

impede the passage of other vessels int narrow chan-
nels.

Engine Hourmeter - Registers accumulated
engine operating time, and is activated when
the Ignition switch is in the “ON" position. Be
aware that time will be logged whenever the
ignition switch is “ON”, even when the engine
is not running. Use the hourmeter to keep
accurate logs for scheduled maintenance.

Speedometers - Indicates forward speed of
boat i miles per hour. Dual speedometers
are required for tournament use in case of a
failure during a run. Knob A is used for
precise calibration, see Care and Mainte-
nance, page 31. Knob B is set to the desired
speed to be used as a quick reference guide in
maintaining that speed,

Tachometer - Indicates engine speed in
crankshaft revolutions per minute (RPM).
Propeller shaft RPM is the same as the engine
except for boats equipped with the Power Slot
package in which case propeller shaft RPM is
one-half of the engine RPM.

Voltmeter - Indicates electrical system oper-
ating voltage in volts DC. Normal operating
voltage is between 13.4 to 14.8 volts.

Fuel Gauge - Indicates the approximate
amount of fuel in fuel tank in quarters of a
tank (approx. 6.25 gal). Readings are only
approximate and should be compared to the
hours of operation multiplied by the known
fuel consumption (GPH). The gauge is acti-
vated with the ignition switch.

Engine Temperature Gauge - Indicates the

cooling water/coolant inside the engines in °F.

Normat operating temperature is between
F70°F and 195°F.

Engine Oil Pressure Gauge - Indicates the
pressure of the lubricating oil inside the en-
gine in PSI. Normal pressure is belween 10 1o
30 PS] at idle,

Ignition Switch - The ignition switch has four
positions: accessory, off, run {ignition), and
starl. Never leave the switch in the RUN posi-
tion without the engine running; doing this
will prevent natural discharge of the battery. It
is also used to activate the fuel gauge.

The safety switch lanyard must be at-
tached to the operator whenever the
engine is started. Failure to do so may
cause serious injury or death.

The emergency engine safety switch is an
ignition cutoff switch designed to stop the
engine in the event of an operator being
thrown from position or moving too far from
the helm. The lanyard is equipped with a hook
on one end for attachment to your clothing
and the opposite end has a cap that fits over
the switch. Be sure that the cap is firmly
attached to the switch before starting,

The switch is located on the gunwale next to
the throttle control box. If the cap is left off or
loose, the engine will crank but will not start
or fire,
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
